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Julia undertook the following projects for us: 

 Wrote an information booklet about vaccinations aimed at new parents.  This is a key 

resource from a wider project we are running around training immunologists to speak 

about vaccines at mother and baby groups.  The booklet is currently with the 

designer and will be published shortly.   

 Julia also helped with organising some of the logistics of this project, including 

designing activities for the events, and attending training sessions and mother and 

baby sessions to help evaluate the success of the overall project. 

 Wrote a briefing statement for us on transplant immunology (examples of similar 

projects can be found here).  This statement is currently being reviewed by our 

expert panel and will be put up on our website in due course.  

 Wrote several blogs for our website highlighting recent research (e.g. May blog and
